Cognitive Science/Computer Science
Double Major Form

Students wishing to double major in both Cognitive Science and Computer Science (BA from CLAS) may share up to 3 courses between the two majors. Cognitive Science requires 30 credits total in order to complete the major, with 6-7 courses exclusively counting toward the major. Computer Science requires 39 credits for completion of the major, with 10 courses exclusively for this major (course numbers may vary depending on whether courses are 3 or 4 credits). You may use Integration Electives as your shared courses, but you will still need to make sure you have 10 non-shared courses for the BACS major.
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
